1. The meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM by Bob Allen who then led the council in prayer.
2. April, 2011 minutes were reviewed and approved.
3. Announcements:  
a. Father Parked announced that Father Charles was excited about coming to Ascension.  Father Charles will be visiting the Parish Memorial day weekend.  Bob Allen and Bridgett Passauer will be meeting with Father Charles for introductions, lunch and to discuss topics of interest. 

b. Father  Parke  also announced that that the other Pastor positions in the Open Parishes of Virginia Beach were being filled.
4. Old Business
a. PPC Elections - Bob Allen provided an update on the Pastoral Council Elections.  Seven candidates running for the three open positions.  Candidate information is posted in the commons.  Elections will be held after each mass in the commons during the weekend of May 14 and 15.  Ballots and ballot boxes will be available at two locations on each side of the commons.  Pastoral Council members will count ballots after each liturgy to keep a running total of votes.  A volunteer sign-up sheet was passed around to assist with ballot counting.
b. Ministry Fair - Bob Allen asked to defer the after action report for the Ministry Fair.  He will be contacting Edna Constand to discuss the results of the Ministry Fair.
c. Ministry Program Review – The Finance Council was meeting at the same time as the Pastoral Council meeting to discuss the budget in preparation for submitting the budget to the diocese.  Ministry Program Review was deferred to a later meeting to include a discussion of the budget.
d. After action report on Holy Week liturgies - Kelly Klepadlo provided an after action report for the Easter Vigil Reception.  Overall assessment is that the reception went well.  Punch was brought back this year and was a big hit.  An additional cake was bought for this year’s reception with very little left over.  Plenty of help was available to set up prior to and to assist during the reception.  The schedule for volunteers assisting during the reception needs to be revisited next year.
e. Parish Archivist update – discussion on this update was deferred until the next meeting .
f. 40th Anniversary - no new information.  A committee needs to be formed to begin preparations in earnest.  Recommend that a bulletin insert be run to solicit committee volunteers.
        5.   New Business
a. Bridgett Passauer provided the 2011-2012 Pastoral Council Calendar to Kathy Ahearn for inclusion in the Parish Calendar.
b. The Parish has AEDs installed – 1 in the Commons and 1 in the ACC.  It was reported that 40 parishioners have received Red Cross training for the AEDs.

c. A Pot Luck reception to honor Father Parke will be held on May 22nd from 2-4 pm in the ACC.  Letters were sent to parishioners to bring various entrée, salad, fruit, and dessert items.  A locked box will be available for cards at the pot luck.  The Knights of Columbus will guard the box.
6. Parishioner concerns
a.  Nothing to report.
7.  Staff and Committee Updates
a. Emmaus II:  Janet Jones provided an email to Bob Allen to report that religious education classes were done for the year.  The High School Confirmation- Affirmation dinner will be held this Sunday (5/14) and Confirmation ceremony will be on 5/24.  Registration for VBS has started – SunSurf - good response, so far- registration will continue until July.  Janet is considering having a registration table at the festival.  In the process of general planning for the next year including calendaring, getting responses from this year’s catechists, etc.

b. Finance:  Finance Council is meeting to finalize budget input to present to Father Parke.  The budget is due to the diocese by May 15th. 
c. Social Ministry:  Bridgett reported that 12 Parishioners had completed Engaging Spirituality.  Susan Anders reported that Social Ministry has helped out 753 people in April which was down from March.  Expecting that food needs will increase during the summer with school lunch program being unavailable.  Social Ministry has received many donations, but food supplies are down again.  

d. Ways and Means:  Linda Flores reported that Festival preparations were in full swing.  Festival signups are in progress and are looking good so far.  Raffle ticket sales will begin May 21st.
e. Youth and Young Adults:  Cindy Laufer reported that YOA attendance has been good with steady numbers.  There is great enthusiasm for all upcoming activities.  Mission signups are complete and twelve applicants will be going to Buckingham County from Ascension the 2nd-9th of July.  The golf tournament will be Friday, May 6th, at Heron’s Ridge.  
The next meeting is June 9, 2011.  This is the last meeting for this year.  Council members are asked to bring a dessert to share.  Coffee, water, and sodas will be provided.
